2. ADVERTISING

3.1 The regatta is open to Olympic class boats. The skipper and crew must be financial members of a club affiliated to AS.

5.       MEASUREMENT

Random measurement and safety checks may be carried out during the event at the discretion of the Race Committee or Measurer. Boats notified of inspection shall follow the instructions of the Race Committee or Measurer.

SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
The Sailing Instructions will be available at Registration.

VENUE

Racing will be conducted on Lake Burley Griffin. 

8.
courseS

The course to be sailed will be of a triangular or windward / leeward configuration as described in the Sailing Instructions with a target time of approximately 40 to 50 minutes per race.

9.
SCORING

The Low Points Scoring System specified in Appendix A will apply as modified below.  

The regatta will consist of up to seven (7) races for the Championship of which three races are required to be completed to constitute a series.  

When five or less races are completed a boat’s series score shall be the total of all her race scores.

Where six or seven races are completed, a boat’s series score shall be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score.

PERSONAL FLOTATION
All competitors shall wear personal flotation devices. They must be in good condition and in accordance with the specifications issued or approved by a national authority affiliated to World Sailing, or a standards organisation or certification authority, recognised for the purpose by its respective government.  Attention is drawn to Fundamental Rule 1.2.

support boats

The drivers of all support boats / coaches are required to sign a code of conduct form available at registration. 

12.
ELECTRONIC COMMUNICATION

Except in an emergency, a boat, whilst racing, shall neither make nor receive Electronic Communications. This includes mobile phones.

prizes

· Prizes will be awarded to the first three boats in each class.
· Other prizes may be awarded at the discretion of the Organising Authority.

Disclaimer of Liability

It is the Competitor’s decision to enter the Regatta or to start in any race. Competitors shall accept that their participation in the Regatta is at their sole exclusive risk in every respect. 

By way of entry to the Regatta competitors shall indemnify the Yacht Club Inc., their officers, members, servants and agents in respect of all claims and demands of whatever nature which may be made upon them in connection with or who so ever arising from their participation or intended participation in the Regatta.

The competitor’s attention is drawn to World Sailing Fundamental Rule 4.

insurance

Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third party liability insurance with a minimum cover of $ 5,000,000 (recommend $ 10,000,000 per event or the equivalent).

right to use name and likeness

In participating in this event, a competitor automatically grants the Organising Authority and the event sponsors the right in perpetuity to make, use and show from time to time and at their discretion, any motion pictures, still pictures and live, taped or film television and other reproductions of him / her during the period of competition for the said event in which the competitor participates and in material related to the said event without compensation.
