Bold – Seven passenger vans for shuttle purpose only.  The shuttle circles the campus and stops at each of the hall to pick up residents and take them to their new assignment.  Generally there are more residents moving from East to West and vice versa as opposed to west residences to others on the west side. The first pick up is on the East Side.
Instructions for Drivers (GRTs):

· If you are working the early shift, please go to the Budget store location at 93 Broadway in Arlington to pick up the vans (Cargo vans only – it’s at the corner of Broadway and North Union Street…there is a Dunkin Donuts across the street).  You will need your driver’s license; however, the reservation is in the name Sharon Snaggs and a credit card is already on file.  Please do not accept any insurance.  Budget opens at 8:00 am.  Lauren Wotjkun will be giving rides to the three people picking up vans - please meet her at the corner of Vassar and Mass Ave at 8:30 am - her number is 617-201-1825.
· The starting and ending locations for the vans are Simmons, Baker, and EC/Senior Haus. The mini van will begin at EC/Senior House and must stop at all locations.

· The goal is that you will start and end at the same location.  You should return the van about 5 to 10 minutes before your shift ends and the other shift begins.  This will allow the new driver enough time to get situated, etc.

· If you are doing a shift between 2:00 to 4:00 pm, you will need to return the van to Budget location at 93 Broadway in Arlington (at the corner of Broadway and North Union Street) to drop off  the vans.  There is a Dunkin Donuts across the street. There should be plenty of time to return the vans after the 4:00 pm shift ends.
· If you need to gas up please do so and submit the receipts to me by the following Monday.  Please write your name and SS. # on the receipt.

· There will be two co-captains (one fraternity member and one upper class resident of that building) assigned to each residence hall.  They will have a list of all of the residents moving in and out of the building.  The same list will be kept at the front desks.

· Please verify along with the co captains that the residents label their belongings.

· As the moves progress adjustments will be made accordingly, depending on where most residents are waiting to move.

· I (Snaggs) will be trouble shooting through out the day.  My phone number is 617-201-5027 
· Lunch will be delivered to all of the residence halls between 11:30 and 12:30 pm so please go in and partake.

Keeping track of the residents and their belongings:

· Masking tape and magic markers will be available at the front desk of each building so the residents can tag their belongings with their names, building and room assignment.

· The cargo vans are for transporting the students’ belonging.  The seven passenger van is available to transport the residents from building to building.

· We have requested from the Housing office a list of all of the residents who are switching buildings.  This will give us a sense of the number of residents who are moving and where they are going.  The list will be broken down by building.

· The van drivers will have a list of the residents and where they are going to/from.  As the resident is transported the driver is expected to cross off that person’s name from the list.

Route:

· The mini vans should begin at EC/Senior, go west on Memorial Drive, make left on Amherst Alley (if there is anyone for Bexley please drop them off at the corner) west on Amherst Alley, over to Vassar Street, left on Mass Ave to get to Random and then over to EC/Senior again..  Please note if you pick up a person’s belongings and they are waiting for a ride then please call the mini van driver and let them know where someone is waiting for them.
· One cargo van covers EC to Dorm Row and Simmons Hall.  This van will take residents from the east to west and will also stop at Random.  This van will stop at the halls on the west side so any resident who is moving to the east side or Random Hall will be picked up.

· One cargo van going from Simmons Hall to Dorm Row.  Please go east on Vassar Street, right onto Mass Ave and then right onto Amherst Alley and then back to Simmons etc.
· One cargo van at Baker.  Please go west on Amherst Alley, over to Simmons, right on Mass Ave and then back to Amherst to Baker etc.

· One seven-passenger vans will be available to transport residents from building to building beginning at EC/Senior.

· Residents moving between EC and Senior or MacGregor and New House should use the hotel carts, which are available in each residence hall.  Co-captains, please make sure that the carts return to their original buildings.

· The cargo vans and the mini van must always travel west on Amherst Alley.

· Please note that the above is a plan and drivers can deviate in order to accommodate the movers etc.  Please communicate with me and the other drivers accordingly.

Other logistics:

· Each desk will have a list of the residents who are moving in and out.  

· The co-captains will also have a copy of the list and are expected to cross off residents as they move in or out of the building.

· The phone number for each desk will be available at each desk.  If someone is moving from EC to Simmons Hall or vice versa the co-captains from that hall should call the other desk so the van driver will expect to pick up that student on his or her next trip.
