Do I need a permit to shoot on John Muir Country Park?

Yes

Permits are issued by East Lothian Council in August ready for the start of the season in September.  The permit is only valid during the season which runs from 1 September until 20 February.

What will my permit cost?

£25
The permit is free though we have now had to introduce a £25 charge to cover administration of the permit system and as a contribution to the supervision of wildfowling. 
How do I pay?
By cheque made payable to East Lothian Council or by credit/debit card by contacting 01620 827421

How do I get a permit?

Wildfowling application forms are available and must be returned for 30 June of any given year.

All permits are allocated on a first come first served basis.

Are there any age limits for wildfowlers?

Yes – If you are 17 or younger, hold a valid shotgun certificate then you may apply for a permit but will have to be accompanied at all times by a valid permit holder aged 21 or over.  Although both users will hold a permit only one shotgun is permitted.

Do I need insurance?

Yes – All permit holders must have third party legal cover of at least £5 million.  Membership of most sporting organisations or wildfowling clubs will provide this.

What if I am not going to use my permit?

Please return to East Lothian Council stating that you have not used the permit and mark the box stating whether you require a permit next year or not.

Who’s going to check if I have a permit or not?

The Rangers and the police are advised of the names of permit holders.  The Rangers will be checking permits, shotgun certificates, answering questions and ensuring that the Regulations are adhered to.  When shooting on John Muir Country Park you must carry your permit along with your shotgun certificate at all times.  If you are not in possession of your permit when requested to produce it by the Ranger you then must produce this within a certain time limit, and if you fail to comply you may be reported to the Wildfowling Panel which could result in you being banned from the Park in future years.

Failing to comply with the terms and conditions of the permit 

Any Ranger observing a breach of the permit conditions can report the incident to the Wildfowling Panel for their consideration.
